No refunds or credits will be given for missed time if a parent
needs to be called because a child is unable to continue with the class either partially or permanently due
to bullying, or disruptive, violent, inappropriate, or disrespectful behavior.

Please ensure your child understands that craft
supplies should never be eaten or put in their mouth, and remind them to follow all safety guidelines
during activities.
